Established in 1990, T’Gallant founders Kevin McCarthy and Kathleen Quealy were instrumental 

in introducing Pinot Gris to Australia. Considered a bold move at the time, the wines nonetheless 

flourished and T’Gallant became Australia’s leader in this cool climate grape variety.
